We have been re-running articles by John Huxley of the 
Sydney Morning Herald following his trip to Turkey with 
us some years ago. In Issue 21, we re-printed the article 
titled ñSultans Delightò. In this issue, we re-print Johnôs 
third and final article on ballooning in Cappadocia titled 
óItôs A Breezeô. 

It's a breeze 
A balloon flight gives John Huxley the perfect view 

of the surreal landscape of Cappadocia. 

Loudpeakers from the mosque had given the world its 

wake-up call. The new day has dawned innocent as a 

dewdrop. And now, after a series of two-way radio 

messages, the release of a couple of test balloons and a 

brief dash across country, a favourable launch site for 

our flight has been found. 

"It's no smoking. All first class. And everyone gets a 

window seat," our self-styled "lady driver", 

Englishwoman Kaili Kidner, says cheerfully, having 

supervised the inflation of the giant blue-and-yellow 

bubble and completed the safety briefing. "Time to 

go."

For those, like me, who feel dizzy in a thick pair of 

socks, it is an anxious time. But the lift-off is almost 

imperceptible. One moment we're anchored to the 

grass; the next there is a wheeze of gas, a tongue of 

fire, a warm glow on the cheeks and ... wow, we're 

airborne. 

As the brochure says, we're at one with the wind - or, 

more accurately, with the breezes that for the next hour 

or two will waft us hither and thither, depending on 

our altitude. It is safe to look up, look out at other 

balloons making the dawn pilgrimage, and look down 

on a land like no other. 

Like the Taj Mahal, the lost city of Machu Picchu and, 

for me, the Birmingham Road end of West Bromwich 

Albion football club, nothing quite prepares the 

traveller for the ancient kingdom of Cappadocia, in 

central Anatolia. 

"Our eyes were astounded," wrote Father Guillaume de 

Jerphanion, a Jesuit scholar, who "rediscovered" the 

area while travelling through Turkey on horseback in 

1907. "I remember those valleys in the searingly 

brilliant light, running through the most fantastic of all 

landscapes." 

A century later, visitors are still astounded. Over 

thousands of years, flood, wind and rain have eroded 

successive layers of lava, creating a lunar countryside 

of plunging ravines, corrugated hills and surprisingly 

fertile plains, and fashioning the soft volcanic tuff into 

magical shapes. 

They resemble phalluses and chimneys, mushroom 

columns and witches' castles, lighthouses, lunar cones 

and lumps of Swiss cheese, honeycombed, drilled full 

of holes. For many have been excavated - "as easily as 

chipping the flesh from a coconut", according to one 

expert - to provide homes, hotels, shops, churches and 

even dovecotes, whose resident pigeons produce 

guano, used as fertiliser on the fields to grow a 

cornucopia of fruit.

Adding to the surreal, extraterrestrial feel to the place 

are the dreamy colours: not just sandy khaki but 

mustard yellow, russet brown, creamy white and 

candy pink, depending on the temperature at which the 

lava set and the time of the day. 

Kidner, who maintains radio contact with her fiance 

and fellow pilot, Lars, through the trip, says 

Cappadocia is the greatest place in the world to go 

ballooning. "The topography is a pilot's dream. 

Weather conditions are almost always perfect and, so 

far at least, there are no restrictions on where we can 

fly." Basically, the direction depends on the wind, the 

height and the pilot. 

One minute we're drifting along at up to 800 metres, 

looking down on storks and swifts and bee-eaters, and 

at fields laid out like tablecloths decorated with 

Aboriginal dot patterns. Here they have been created 

by the straight lines of crops, circling footsteps of 

farmers and snaky meanderings of small mammals. 

The next, Kidner announces "Let's go pick some 

poppies" and we're falling to below sea-level, to just a 

few metres above the hollowed ground, skimming the 

mulberry trees, dropping into the troglodytes' front 

yards. 

There is so much to see. Over there in the distance is 

snow-capped Mt Erciyes, at almost 4000 metres the 

third largest in Anatolia. Down there the ghost village 

of Cavusin, whose population of 500 or so had to 

move out after a landslide in the 1960s. The church is 

still accessible by rope ladder. 

And there, directly below, is the main tourist centre of 

Goreme, with its Shoe String Pension, its Flintstone 

Cave Bar, its carpet stores, internet cafes and, 

thankfully, digital camera shops. Somehow, despite 

the visitor invasion, many times the 2500 population, 

the town still slumbers: carpets, racks of postcards and 

guidebooks are left out at night. 

All too soon the $240 trip is over. "Uh, oh, we may be 

in for a giggly landing," warns Kidner as, far below, 

the company's ground crew drive and faithful dog 

Becks runs into position to capture and tether the 

balloon. 

Her fears are unfounded (or perhaps that should be 

ungrounded): softly the basket is dropped directly on 

the trailer. The only giggles come from the traditional, 

celebratory breakfast glasses of champagne. Cheers. 

AFTER floating around on the air streams there is still 

much for us 

to see on the ground, in the ground and under the 

ground. Rivers high, mountains deep. 

The ruined citadel of Uchisar, set upon another 

crumbling volcanic outcrop, is worth the steep climb, 

for the exercise, needed after lashings of the fresh 

local cuisine, for the views and for the mini-market 

offering dirt-cheap lava souvenirs. 

Worth a more protracted look - enforced sometimes 

by the large number of visiting schoolchildren - is 

Goreme's renowned Open Air Museum, an extensive 

religious campus comprising chapels, churches and 

convents gouged out of the rock. 

Many are so small that only a few people are allowed 

in at one time. Even then, the congregation has to 

cling to the walls to allow enough natural light in 

through the doorway to illuminate stunning - albeit 

cryptic, often damaged - frescoes.\ 

One of the most interesting is the so-called Snake 

Chapel, celebrating St Onuphrius, an Egyptian hermit 

who reputedly believed in the superiority of a lonely 

life away from communities and spent much of his life 

in the desert eating dates and plants. 

Not far away is one of the most prestigious and 

probably expensive carpet outlets in the region. Like 

shops selling leather goods, stalls festooned with 

pashminas and grand bazaars such as Chatswood 

Chase, a carpet factory is somewhere I'd not normally 

be seen dead. But Gallery Anatolia at least puts on a 

slick floor show, dishing out apple tea, tossing 

priceless carpets about with a flick of the wrist as 

though they were venomous snakes and explaining to 

visitors how to make sure they get a good deal (the 

number of double-knots per square metre is a useful 

guide). 

The host, Hakan Ozturk, is a very funny man. But be 

warned: he is also a shrewd businessman. When he 

says, "bolt the doors" behind a coach party of tourists 

he may be joking - but only because those wishing to 

escape with their wallets intact wouldn't be able to see 

the doors for the salesmen. 

Far less scary, though still scary, is Kaymakli, one of 

about 40 deep underground cities to have been 

identified in Cappadocia. Burrowing down darkened 

tunnels into its maze of rooms, to which several 

thousand inhabitants would retreat when unwanted 

visitors appeared, almost beats ballooning. 

The tunnels are not as low nor as narrow as those at 

Cu Chi in Vietnam, which have been widened to 

accommodate big Western bums. But they are snug, 

they slope downwards and, as guides painstakingly 

explain, because they permit only one-way traffic (red 

arrows down, blue arrows up), are not for the 

claustrophobic. 

Give it a go, though, for a glimpse of the real life 

down under. Kaymakli has eight levels, of which five 

are open to the public, comprising dormitories, 

storerooms, kitchens, conference halls, wine presses, 

stables, wells and ventilation ducts. 

In among it all are countless windows - well, holes in 

the wall - dead-ends and entry points that could be 

simply blocked off by large keystones. One is left to 

imagine where long-stay residents went to the 

bathroom or buried their dead. 
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One thing is known about the occupants. According to 

the guides, they had rotten teeth. No, they hadn't 

discovered sugar. The local rock implements with 

which they prepared meals had been crumbling into 

their food, where it was chewed down heartily. 

Just shows: Cappadocia rock may look good enough 

to eat, but it isn't. 

Destination: Cappadocia 

Getting there 
There is plenty of choice: regular flights from Istanbul 

and Ankara into Kayseri and Nevsehir, the two local 

airports; trains to Kayseri and Nigde; and, cheapest of 

the lot, overnight and daytime buses from Istanbul and 

Ankara respectively. 

When to go 
High summer can be very hot and the winter can be 

very cold, though the snow can turn Cappadocia into a 

wonderland. 

Staying there 
In Goreme and surrounding towns there is a wide 

range of accommodation, from expensive, exquisitely 

decorated cave suites (up to $335 a night) to camp 

sites. 

Getting about 
Local buses criss-cross the area. Companies offering 

balloon trips pick up from hotels, etc. Tours can be 

booked on the spot, though they become crowded in 

peak periods.
